 Recently, AGC of America asked for our Chapter’s assistance in 
their effort to expand the American bid preference policy for overseas 
military construction.  Please join me in contacting Rep. Noem and 
Sen. Thune and Johnson  by sending a pre-written letter by clicking 
HERE.  Sen. Johnson’s support is urgently needed  
because of his status on the subcommittee overseeing this matter. 
 
Under the current federal policy, a 20 percent bid evaluation  
preference for U.S. contractors on projects that exceed $1 million exists 
in countries bordering the Persian Gulf and Arabian Sea. Where this 
preference does not extend, however, indigenous firms in countries like 
Iraq and Afghanistan are supposed to receive a  
preference on such construction projects. But, in practice, Turkish and 
Chinese firms have dominated American military contract awards. 
 
In an era where our industry faces record unemployment, our  
government should create American jobs   -- not Turkish or  
Chinese jobs -- with American tax dollars.   Expanding this prefer-
ence to American firms, like ours, will do help do just that.
